We had a very hard and busy time this month. One of our girls (Ada) from Dove House was in intensive care at the Tg. Mures hospital numerous times. We had to take her there because she was very sick. She was two years when her mother died of cancer. Her father abandoned her and now he is in jail. Ada then lived with her elderly grandparents. During that time, by mistake, she drank sodium hydroxide and for two years she was hospitalized. During this time it was necessary that she receive an esophagus transplant. She had surgery in Iasi which is 500 km from Tg. Mures. 

Now, the doctors recommended we take her to Iasi again to check and see what is wrong with her. So, we took her there for the medical check. Please pray for her, she is a very precious and wonderful girl. 

Of all the things we have been doing the hardest single problem to deal with is concerning my vehicle right now. During this month I had to service the car every week. Even right now the car is being fixed. Many things had to be changed. Please pray because we are in very desperate need for another car. I can’t do anything without a vehicle as I am completely dependent on our car. I am praying that the Lord will put it in somebody’s heart to donate a car or help us buy another one. Pray for this need with me.

CHURCHES

In the field of the Gospel we have many graces and spiritual blessings. We had a national meeting with Gypsy youth on November 17th. 

Our revival meeting in Mures was a huge blessing as there we had 20 pastors ordained and many people gave their lives to Jesus. I believe the harvest is great because just this year the total Gypsy pastor ordinations were 45 and over 800 people gave their lives to Jesus through our revivals. 

However, discrimination is all over Europe against the Gypsy people. It is well chronicled that in Italy there are so many poor Gypsies that do not have a home or a place to go to work. 

When Romania entered into Europe they received rights to travel freely as every European does. Many Gypsies left Romania to go to Italy and Spain to find jobs so they could survive with their children. Italy decided to get them out of their country and it has become a big political scandal. It has started in Romania and in the European Parliament because so many Gypsies have been found killed by extremists Italians. For the first time the Romanian Government has recognized that the biggest minority in Romania are Gypsies and not Hungarians. Nobody could believe it when I said that there are over 4 million Gypsy people in Romania. 

The European Parliament is forcing the Romanian Government to do everything they can to integrate the Gypsy people into their society. I believe I have an answer for this: when I talked with some European officials I told them that we have programs for them, bringing them to Jesus and educating their children. Now, everybody can see that the church for all and school for children is a great program for their integration. Praise the Lord!

We also had a great meeting with the messianic Church. So many Jews from Romania came to Jesus.
