Dear Brother Jan and family,

    
 I believe one of the biggest joys, even in the middle of trouble and hardship or persecution, is to place your trust in what apostle Paul said in Romans 8 :28 “…we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him who have been called according to his purpose. “  

During communism the president of Romania (Ceausescu) was one of the cruelest presidents after Stalin in a communist country. He was against God, and his plans were to bulldoze every church in Romania. BY doing so he was going to persecute the Christians, especially pastors and evangelists. I know this because I suffered during that time myself.  

Before the Revolution, Ceausescu built a building in the capital city of Bucharest which is called “the house of the people”. The building was considered the second largest building in the world after the Pentagon. It was built for propaganda and communist activity. It became a place to make decisions against Christians. But they couldn’t because the revolution came. In the front of this building they built a big street full of apartments for the secret police. Now in this building is the Parliament of Romania. 

Nobody thought or believed a time would come that the Gospel could be preached in this building. But Praise God because the Lord made it happen. This month, on April 8th, in the biggest conference auditorium of the building, we had a national conference with 1,700 persons from every church that belongs to the Gypsy Union. There, the Word of God and prayer was powerful. When I saw what the Lord had worked I remembered the words of Martin Luther King after he obtained the rights of the black people. He said: “I touched the mountain and now I see the glory of God “. I felt exactly like those words when I saw for the first time in the history of Romania that the Gospel was preached in their parliament building. Every cost for the conference was paid by the European Union. Even the transportation and food was paid for. 

A representative of the European Union participated at the conference and declared that they too are born again Christians. I have seen so many miracles in my life but 3 of them I will never forget: first, when the Lord healed me; second, when the Lord broke the iron curtain and I came to preach the gospel after being exiled, and the third, to have a Christian Conference in the parliament. 

I praise God that I am in the middle of this revival and now I wait for many more signs and miracles. People have come to Jesus as I have never seen before. Many have asked me to open a Christian Center in Tg.Mures. Please pray for me because I see the power of God as I have never seen before and the Lord has opened doors every place I go. It is exactly like the apostle Paul says in 

1 Corinthians 16:9 “….because a great door for effective work has opened to me….” 

ORPHANAGE

The orphan children have become a large part of my life. Yet, it has become more and more difficult for me to support them financially. This is because everything has become so very expensive here that I almost can not face the situation anymore. Methane gas for heating, cooking and hot water is the most expensive in all of Europe. Food and clothes are very expensive also. Because the winter time was so long the gas bill at Dove House has become huge and we must have financial help to pay it.

I see how the Romanian government intentionally broke the rights of these precious children just to please certain individuals that do not have the children in their heart. I watch this knowing that in the rest of Eastern Europe the international adoptions are free. Romania wants an appearance to look different and I believe they mislead the world regarding their status. Now baroness Nicholson asked sorry and the European Parliament force Romanian Government to open the international adoptions. 

At times I am very discouraged and I want to give up as my heart is full of pain. I feel this way because only in my own persecution time was things like they are now. It would be easier for us if we have a sponsor for each of our children. But the simple fact is we do not. Pray that we will be able to find sponsors for each of our children. With the costs of living here now a child will be sponsored for about $200 per month. 

I know the Lord put me in the gap for them as is told in Ezekiel 22:30.

I ask you to please fast and pray with me that the Lord will turn the whole situation upside down and let these children be free. 

ROMANIA

During the last few years Romania has faced many kinds of natural calamities. A few years ago we had a very bad drought. After the drought there was a heavy winter. Last year saw flooding in a large part of Romania. To my knowledge last year was the first time in Romanian history that we had tornados. Now, in the southern part of Romania, the Danube River has destroyed entire villages and cities. Thousands of people remain homeless due to this catastrophe. The news reported that this is the first time in 120 years for the Danube River to be so large.  

The Orthodox Easter was on April 23 this year. Usually in the middle of the night of the Easter eve everybody goes to church to celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ. But in this time everybody was forced to leave their homes.
