Dear Brother Jan and family,

“The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.” Luke 10:2 NIV
To me, the month of April was a wonderful month for the harvest of souls for our Lord. Hundreds of people gave their life to Jesus this past month. One of the miracles is the revival in Hodac, in the Northern part of Mures County (near Bistrita). This particular area was considered by the police as one of the most aggressive and dangerous people. 

Now, it is one of the great revivals in the country and maybe in the history of Romania. There was not a Christian born again believing church in the village, only orthodox. But after our evangelistic meetings, which started in the end of February until now, over 300 people gave their lives to Jesus. The orthodox priest tried to stop us but he couldn’t do anything because the grace of the Lord was so strong there. We have unbelievable testimonies that have come from these people. One particular man (after his wife gave her life to Jesus) came against us and promised to kill us and his wife also. I told him that until that by the next morning he will give his life to Jesus. His wife couldn’t sleep at home because she was so afraid. In the first hour of the morning he came crying and gave his life to Jesus. 
We have all kinds of incredible testimonies just like this. In Romania water baptism is the biggest event for a believer and the people consider this as the change of religion from the orthodox to born again Christian. Thousands of people assisted in the service. People like the chief of the police, who declared it as “the miracle day” because nobody could change these people’s lives.

I worked in this village the whole month. I worked there to establish and organize their church. I did this because they have no idea how the church needs to function.  Even since the Day of Pentecost we had another large baptism in water service. Now I pray the Lord to provide us a tent for 500-1000 people. I need this because they don’t have a place or church to meet in. Until now we have met in the city auditorium. But that is not available to us anymore because the local priest intervened. It is very hard to meet because we don’t have a large enough place to rent. Please pray especially for this situation. 

ORPHANAGE

Regarding the orphanage we had a very difficult month. The cook quit her job without telling us in advance so we could hire a replacement. She complained that she needs more money. This created a very hard situation for me. I announced to the pastors in the Pentecostal and Baptist church to help us. I did this because they understand more than anybody what I do for these children. Many people don’t understand that this is a sacrifice for God for us. They think the government gives us lots of money for these children, and they don’t understand that the government does nothing for these children. We need to pay everything for them, included medicine, which is a social responsibility for the majority of the population and especially for the children. Just the price of medicine alone costs us around $200 per month. But praise God the Lord gave us a nice cook from the Baptist church. She is the leader of the children’s school in her church and we praise the Lord for her. Every Sunday all of our children go to her church.
I have to admit that many times I have thought to quit. Even after such a long and hard time with these children. I think this because there is no help from the government. Often I think they don’t have time to help the children because they fight so much with one another. But I recognize that I have a big responsibility before God for these children. I also have faith for the Lord to open the door financially so we can help them even more. Right now I see that they need help as never before. They become worried if they see me sick, and they pray. I don’t let them see my worries because I understand that they were abandoned one time by their parents and it would be a tragedy if they become abandoned once again.  Please pray for me that the Lord will give me knowledge to handle this situation. 

We received a letter from the health department to renovate the laundry and the bathroom for the cook. I asked for an extension but they will not give authorization if we don’t finish this. Yet we have no money to do this. The costs are $ 4.600. Please pray with me for this.
