The Holydays:
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I'm sending this newsletter a little late because December was a very busy month for us with the holidays and with work in the churches. But, we had much joy to make so many orphan children happy and to have a wonderful Christmas. We thank everybody that helped us to provide the Christmas gifts for the children and for those who helped us to buy over 400 food packages for the very poor Gypsy families in the county. We thank God because He helped us, through you, to make these children and Gypsy families happy beside this hard year in the whole world. Many missions were affected, I was worried because I thought that we couldn't offer to the children a nice Christmas, but God helped us. 1 Peter 5:7 says, "casting all your cares upon Him, for He cares for you".

The year 2005 was a very difficult and hard one but the Lord has helped us through you. We care for 35 orphan children without government help and the girls orphanage (65 girls) from Zau de Campie where I am partner with the government. 

Even so many times I thought to give up because of the political and economical pressure that we have here. But the Lord gave me power to go forward. I know the Lord loves these children so much too. I've learned to stay strong in faith and I believe the Lord put me to stay in the gap for these children. Ezekiel 22:30 "I looked for a man to stand before me in the gap."  

One of the most difficult times I had since coming to Romania was the month of December 2005 because I've seen how the government plays so many games with the orphan children. They seem to do so just to please the European Community. 2005 was the year when the new law regarding international adoptions was in force because the EU asked for them. I believe that Baroness Nicholson has talked many times with the government that she is angry about international adoption agencies because the children appear as simple merchandise. 

Now, the Romanian government has stopped adoptions completely. Because of pressure from the American government and from the new EU country reporter who replaced the Baroness Nicholson. They have asked the Romanian government to resolve the situation with the adoptions that was begun before the new laws. The prime-minister has announced that before May 2006 every case needs to be resolved. But even now, and in secret, the government makes all kinds of games with the children. After they were
abandoned in maternity (which I consider an abuse of the parents) and then declared by the court as a legal orphan, they try to find their natural family or relative and force them to put the children back in their family and revoke the legal abandonment. Through this the government tries to show to the potential adoptive parents that the natural parents have asked for the children back. The potential adoptive parents are then rendered not able to adopt the children.
The children were originally abandoned in maternity and now so many are abandoned for 10 or more years,  and I consider this an abuse by the government. I fight for our cases because every child after 10 years needs to give his/her own declaration if he/she wants to stay in the children’s home. I consider this an abuse and unjust to the children by the government. 
My children’s home is private and we do not receive government money and if we need we will sue the government in court. I asked the commission from the protection child if it is better for the children to begging on the streets or to be educated and be useful in society. I have many cases for example how the children were forced to live in the orphanage and now they are begging on the streets of Romania. 

I believe the rights of the children are completely broken by the government because the living conditions where they put these children are unbelievable. Please pray and help me because I want to fight for the rights of these children, I don't like to see anybody playing games with them, they are not able to defend themselves, somebody needs to speak behind them. Proverbs 31:8,9 "Speak up for those who cannot speak for themselves, for the rights of all who are destitute. Speak up and judge fairly; defend the rights of the poor and needy."

Blessings:
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I want to thank everybody who helped me financially to provide a warm house, food and clothes for these dear children. Without you I couldn't do anything. I'm praying the Lord bless you with heavenly and earthly blessings and reward you back for all your sacrifices.  

One of the great and wonderful works is to help the girls after 18 years old. We want to provide homes and jobs to them so they can integrate better into society. We thank you so much for your help to care for this program. Without you I couldn't help these girls and they would be on the street and be involved in many bad things. Here are some of them 
Evangelism and Churches:

In the evangelistic field in the year of 2005 the Lord gave us a great harvest. To the grace of God many churches were opened. There were many seminars with the Gypsy pastors across Romania and two pastor conferences with Brother David Bentley and another with Brother Terry Mize and Pastor Terry Maris. 
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Our desire for this year (2006) with the help of God, is to open officially the church and school for children in Band, Chinari, and the day center from Sangeorgiu de Padure, in Mures County and Crisbav (near Brasov) with financially help of  groups from Holland. 

Also, one of the great desires and visions I have is to open a Bible School. The building is almost ready and a Romanian national Christian television program which I consider a great opportunity to evangelize all the Gypsies and Romanians.

Pastor Terry Maris has promised equipment for a television studio. If anyone desires to help then please contact us. I believe this will be a huge revival explosion.

Prayer request for the next year:

1. Pray for the Lord to continue to help us care for our children's homes.

2. Pray for the girls after 18 years old program.

3. Pray for our tent revivals in different parts of the country.

4. Pray that we will be able to finish the Bible school and start the class in fall.

5. Pray that we will finish the summer camp for the orphan children and also to be used for women and pastor conferences.

6. Pray for my whole staff, that the Lord will give them knowledge and understand my vision.

7. Pray for me and my family.
