HAPPY NEW YEAR!

 

Most likely the biggest event since the Revolution 17 years ago in Romania happened on January 1st  2007 when she become an official member of the E.U. This doesn’t mean that Romania is integrated into the E.U. yet. Maybe we will need another 20 years, or maybe even 50 years according to some of the political analysts. It is very hard to see how Romania has become a part of the E.U. when is the most poor country in all of Europe. Thousands of Gypsy families with their children live in huts and in unbelievable conditions. Until recently the media hid this and just now they are starting to show it. It is hard to imagine but still hundreds of children are being abandoned in maternity wards at hospitals.  

Since the time Romania has tried to become a member of the E.U. many orphanages were closed and hundreds of children live in the streets. International adoptions were stopped 3 years ago. A sad situation has become very sad. We need to pray for the Lord to intervene in this situation. 

One individual, who is now a very successful businessman, told me that he is happy he was raised in an orphanage instead of one of the Gypsy villages where people live in huts. He is happy because through the orphanage at least he had access to education.

After 17 years of ministry in Romania I found that one of the hardest things to change is the mentality of people. I believe integration into the E.U. will be very difficult because of the traditions and the mental barriers. 
When I started to evangelize the country and opened the first Christian Center in Cluj, every denomination came against praise and worship with clapping and raising of hands and playing drums. Every Pastor asked me why I don’t tell to the people to change their style with no jewelry and to wear a scarf. It was very hard for them to understand how the Lord can save people even in the way they look. 

Now, I look back at the thousands of people since 1990 until now that received Jesus through my ministry. They are from all kinds of social backgrounds, cultures and ethnic groups. They are members now in different churches and I’m so happy. Now I can see how the situation has changed in different denominations and churches. For me, one of the hard things to understand is why the churches are not involved in orphanages when thousands of children needed their help. In this area the situation was changed, but only just a little.

I am very happy because of everything I have done for Jesus during these years. I have stood very strong in the vision the Lord gave me regarding Romania. Many tried to hit me with rumors and ridicule and have tried to divide the vision of the ministry. Our enemy knows when and how the vision can be divided. But we“ Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil , and he will flee from you” James 4:7
The Lord used me for thousands of orphan children across Romania by offering them a decent living condition, remodeling their orphanages and helping to reform the office of Protection Children. I helped many children to be adopted in the USA or helped them to receive an education. I sold my house in the USA and I gave everything I had to help the orphan children in Romania. Thank God for everybody who helped me financially to help the children. Without your help I couldn’t do these things. “May the Lord repay you for what you have done. May be richly rewarded by the Lord, the God of Israel …..” Ruth 2:12
This year was the hardest year for me, but especially the month of December. With one week before Christmas my car was in 
the shop again with a computer 
module broken. Only with the help of Brother Dennis I could have the car 
with one day before Christmas. 
Until now, many groups from America 
or from other countries came for Christmas to visit the orphanages. 
Even people from the Government came. This year nobody came to visit them. It was a very poor Christmas, first because everything has become so expensive and second because I did not have enough money to by Christmas gifts for 100 children.
We thank everybody who helped us to make a nice Christmas for our children homes. We need help in prayers because the situation is changed completely. This year we have to raise the salaries again because of the European Community requirements. Unfortunately the prices will go up, the gas, the electricity, the food, etc.

CHURCHES 
After 17 years, in December 2006 a new law was voted for the religion organizations which Romania didn’t have until now. This year was one of the most successful spiritually and in revival across all of Romania. Hundreds of people gave their lives to Jesus. The best Pastor conference we had was one from the Romanian Parliament in April, in May with Brother David where a blind man was healed and in November with Brother Dennis which was a very successful conference. Also, every month we have different meetings with the Pastors in every district of the country. The revival continues every week with wonders and miracles. Praise the Lord!
