REVIVAL:

The month of February was a month of revival all over the Romania. I was called for revival meetings all over the country. I can declare to you that we are in a real revival as hundreds of people came to salvation through Jesus and sick people and demon possessed were healed.

I believe Jesus said something very important in Mathew 11:5 “…and the poor have the gospel preached to them” NKJV. For me, the most important thing is to see Romania saved. This seams especially true with the Gypsy’s, which are almost four million in population in Romania. This month the Gypsy people celebrated 150 year liberation from slavery. But, it is very sad too because they do not have access to the Bible as other people did. Now, the gospel of Jesus Christ is being preached and it makes them free. The Word says in John 8:32 “ Then you will know the truth and the truth will set you free”…hallelujah!
Already the Lord has raised wonderful evangelists and pastors from among the Gypsy people to lead the churches. It is not an easy work but it is blessed. I wrote in other newsletters, how that only the gospel and education can change their traditions and mentality.

I have many programs with the Gypsy people at this time. We build churches and have school programs. We do family training programs and one of the hardest programs I have with them (which I started in every church across Romania is teaching about legal marriage. I was very shocked to find that many Gypsy’s across Romania (and many are members in the church) was not legally married and from this aspect are found so many unregistered children because they not have a legal father. No one helped or explained how important is it is for them to do this. Mostly the reason for this is they are very poor (they don’t even have $20 to register), so they just get married.

I believe it is the Government’s responsibility to help them in this way too. I have purposed to do this myself and I hope before the end of this year that every Gypsy family will be legally registered. I know it is unusual to many people what I try to tell them. But II Corinthians 5:14 says “ …if anyone is in Christ, he has a new creation: the old  has gone, the new has come!” This was the answer I spoke when I had meeting with the representatives of the World Bank and they asked me what I thought about Gypsies and how can they be change?

ORPHANS:

We had meetings at the government officials regarding the orphan children and their rights. My heart was completely broken when I saw that, just to please the Europeans, so many children’s rights are being broken. I believe that most important are the rights to have a family and an education. It was so obvious to me that they tried to find a substitutive family for only children whose names were on the list for adoption. Again, my heart is broken because f this.

I believe the Lord put me in the gap to fight for their rights of these children. Please understand that I was with our children to the court house almost each day this month, just from my ministry alone, to resolve their status. Which, their status had been resolved already one time.

PRAYER:

I send thanks to those who have prayed for us because the Lord gave us victory. I ask that you continue to pray because the other children are in the same process. We need lots of prayers because, as I told you, the new law requires renewing the license for each children home and programs.

Everything becomes more expensive in Romania as every month the prices become higher until they will be equal to the rest of Europe.

Also, please pray because I have intention to come visit in America this summer with the children. We will need all your prayers and support to make this happen.

I hope I’ll finish with their status in court and renew the license for the house.

Please pray for me and my staff. God bless you.
