They have been delivered from bondages, and we have seen many works, wonders and miracles.  I since the Lord is using me in  a new and powerful way as I have never felt before. 

        After I was exiled in America by the communism regime in Romania God promised me through so many prophecies that a time will come when the iron curtain will be broken and He will send me back in Romania. I knew this would happen even though it seemed impossible at the time. The Word says “with man this is impossible, but with God all things are possible “ Matthew 19:26  

CONFERENCE

        The pastor conference (led by brother David Bentley and his family) started in the beginning of May. Brother David blessed so many orphans and pastors while in Romania. Everyone could see that this conference was one with great anointing and blessing.  All the pastors came together crying in prayers and so many testified after the conference that revival came upon their churches. Praise the Lord! 

CHURCHES

        On May 22, we started a new foundation for a new church in the Gypsy village near the city of Sighisoara. Praise God! We expect a big harvest there. 

I am very busy with the crusades in the whole country at this time. I need your prayer for the Lord to help me both spiritually and physically so I can go on and (especially) for the Lord to provide a car for transportation. At this time I have a minivan which is used for the children’s homes everyday. Therefore, I need a separate car to travel across the country for revivals and conferences.

ORPHANAGES

        The situation with the orphans remains the same regarding international adoptions. I found as I told you in other newsletters that the government is working for a new law concerning adoptions. The situation is very difficult because everything has become more and more expensive and of course the needs of the children have increased.  Prices for methane gas and electricity have increased four times just since the beginning of the year. So many people have stopped using gas because they can’t afford to pay anymore. We can not let this happen in the children homes. 

        The damage I suffered last year at Dove House is not resolved completely even until this time because of the lack of money. We were blessed by Brother Dennis Hammond with the new windows for the second floor where the damaged was. Still remaining to be fixed outside is the repair, insulation, plaster and painting because the water still comes through the walls when it rains. The contractor gave an estimate to fix the all the problems of Euro 7.752 (about $9,000 USD).

We don’t have this money and therefore we can’t do the repairs, but we know the Lord can provide. Please pray with us for the Lord to place in somebody’s heart to help us. “…But the God will provide” Genesis 22:14 Jehovah- jireh

CONCLUSION

        Romania experienced major flooding in the southern region earlier this year. Now we have the avian flu in over 180 places in the center of the country (Transylvania area). This area represents more than half of the nation. Many locations from this area were completely insolated and the people are very scared about this situation. Romanians have had to face poverty, flooding and now disease. It is a very sad situation and Romania needs your prayers and help.
