Dear Brother Jan and family,
 
                I hope everybody had a blessed Thanksgiving Day as we had with the children from Dove House. We thank Brother Dennis for helping us with enough money to buy a Thanksgiving meal. 
It was a very difficult month for our children because we didn’t have money for vaccines this year and almost every child has been sick. Our budget is so limited that we can’t cover all the bills. We are comforted that the Lord knows, so we tell the Lord and now we tell you.
 
The Romanian Government appears to be in the middle of a big scandal because of the high price of electricity and methane gas. They are the most expensive in Europe and so many families can’t pay it anymore. Our children homes are in the same desperate situation. With all of this we have a very modern central heating system bought by Brother David Bentley Ministry. Though the monthly bill is better it is still very high.
 
At the same time we have good news. The status of every child from our children homes has been clarified now. The court has decided the children should remain in our home. On November 21, Rupi was the last child who was in court concerning this. The judge was very impressed with the situation of our children and she wants to visit our homes. I think this is a good idea because she can then see the difference between our homes with good living conditions and the horrible conditions with the poor Gypsy families where most of the orphan children come from.  
Also, the lawyer from Child Protection told us that we can start the process for the children for a group visit to America next summer. We were very excited to hear this news. Our desire was for this to happen this past summer. We couldn’t because we had to finalize their status in court according to the new law of the Child Protection. We’ll start this process as soon as possible. This year a children’s group from Oradea had the chance to visit America.
I heard on the news very recently that Romania must open international adoptions. We pray that this is true and thank everyone for their prayers with us.
 
I know that in America the first day after Thanksgiving is the start of the Christmas season. Everybody goes shopping to buy presents for loved ones and wait for Christmas day when they open their presents together. There is a great joy from the oldest to the youngest to see the love and how they think and feel one to another. Christmas is a day to rejoice and I hope each of you enjoy the season now upon us.
My thoughts and prayers are for these children who don’t have loved ones. They are so very lonely in the Romanian orphanages. I pray the Lord will put in the hearts of the believers the Christmas importance, and to think about them too.  
I need and ask for your financial help to be able to make Christmas presents for the orphan children and to make them happy. Since the last Christmas everything has become more expensive. I would like to make presents for our children’s homes and for the girls at Zau de Campie orphanage and for the girls after 18 years old from our apartments. Together we can make a difference in their lives for this wonderful day when Jesus was born to save the world.  There are all together around 100 children.

 On Friday December 1st I’ll go to establish a church from Campia Turzii. We are very excited about this and ask you to please pray for this new fellowship in Christ.
